	FRENCHAY HOSPITAL UPDATE

2017 has been a busy year on the former Frenchay Hospital site as house builder Redrow started building at Frenchay Park, phase 1 of the development.

By the end of the year thirteen families had taken up residence on the Frenchay Park site and this number will increase drastically over the months to come. Work on Phase 2 (Frenchay Gardens) has also begun. These two phases alone will deliver a mix of private and affordable housing and are the anchor for the entire development.

In late 2017 a further four planning applications were submitted covering the remainder of the site and these will work their way through the South Gloucestershire Council planning system during the first few months of 2018.

The summary for each application is:
-  Phase1 (Frenchay Park) - construction underway: 10 completions; 5 reservations and 7 exchanged plots awaiting completion with a further10 plots available.
-  Phase 2 (to be called Frenchay Gardens) - planning permission has now been approved and work will get underway imminently
-  Phase 3A - Reserved Matters Application has been submitted and is currently out for consultation. Reference is PT17/4904/RM and constitutes 30 privately marketed  and 11 social rented units

-  Phase 4 was submitted during mid-November and has been validated. Reference is PT17/5363/RM. This phase includes Lime Tree Avenue and constitutes 113 private dwellings and a total of 30 affordable housing units, 9 of which will be shared ownership and 21 social rented
-  Phase 3B was submitted at the beginning of December and comprises a total of 66 dwellings, 48 of which are private and 18 affordable, all social rented.
A further reserved matters application has been submitted for 23 dwellings, of which 17 are private, 4 social rented and 2 shared ownership, on part of the land identified for ‘possible healthcare provision’ to the north of Phase 1.  Thus the total number of units applied for on the entire site is 366 private and 112 affordable housing units of which 87 are social rented and 25 shared ownership.

Finally, the Landscape Infrastructure Masterplan has been agreed and the management and maintenance responsibilities are currently being discussed among the various parties.
