P20/05475/F – 7 Park Crescent (Erection of two storey side and single storey rear extension to form additional living accommodation. Erection of front porch). APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/08936/TCA – The Hollies, Quarry Road (Works to crown reduce 1 no. Cherry Tree by 2.5m which is situated within the Frenchay Conservation Area) NO OBJECTION The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/08937/TCA – Moorend, Frenchay Hill (Works to crown reduce 2 no. Ash and 1 no. Sycamore Trees by 4m. All trees situated within the Frenchay Conservation Area) NO OBJECTION The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/10210/TCA – 6 Cliff Court Frenchay (Works to remove the large lower branch on the NE elevation to 1 no. Beech tree to improve tree symmetry. Tree situated within the Frenchay Conservation Area NO OBJECTION The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.
P20/10408/TCA – Andover Cottage Quarry Road (Works to 1 no. Acer pseudoplatanus to pollard down to 4m due to the tree growing out of a bank and heavily weighted, works to 1 no. Acer psuedoplatanus to pollard down to 4m due to same reasons as above both within the Frenchay Conservation Area).NO OBJECTION The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

South Gloucestershire Council - Noted

· Planning Enforcement COM/20/0426/OD – Land South of 40 Malmains Drive. Erection of a boundary wall over permitted height. Installation of Velux window. Openings and visibility splays altered also altered.

No planning permission was submitted for the above and consequently planning enforcement has asked the landowner to remove the wall and the window within 1 month from the 14 July. They will also ensure the development is built according to the plans in terms of openings and visibility splays.

Clerk has contacted Ben Burton in respect of the following:

Regarding the matter of who will represent the Parish Council for phase 3b.
For an update regarding the LTA path not meeting outline planning requirements.
In regard to the apparent non compliancy in regard to provision of public play space as required by this development. Clerk advised there had been no response from Cllr Burton so will chase.
Clerk contacted South Gloucestershire Council to see if there is any intention to provide public toilets on the land at Frenchay. They have advised if we send a sketch plan of what is required it can be referred to see what funding is available.  Cllr Whatley thanked the Clerk for her diligence in this matter.  Cllr Whatley will draw up plans.
Cllr Jones advised the Hambrook Court East development had appeared on the circulated schedule and that he has been in discussion with the next door neighbour and, as all seems appropriate, will not be calling it in.

Cllr Jones advised that the speed limit on the Bristol Road adjacent to Whiteshill Common will come down to a 30mph instead of 40mph.  Cllr Jones advised to propose a crossing when the Parish Council comments on the scheme.

Cllr Collins advised that the development of The Old Observation Ward, Frenchay, has started and appears to be very close to the existing trees and has concerns. Cllr Whatley suggested reporting to South Gloucestershire Council if this is a breach of planning regulations.  Cllr Watkins to email details to the Clerk to investigate and report if necessary.
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
