  Three representatives from Aequus, Alice, Tom and Sandra, attended to give a presentation on the proposed development at Malmains Drive, Frenchay.  They are developing the plans for South Gloucestershire Council and aim to maximise the profitability of the site.  This land was originally earmarked for school provision but a new school is now going to be built on land at the Old Frenchay Hospital site. 
  There will be 30% affordable housing, built to the same standards as the private housing.  The site will be made up of a two storey apartment block, terraced, semi-detached and detached houses.  All houses will have two parking spaces and some will have garages.  There will also be six visitor parking spaces.

  The aim is to make this development as ecologically friendly as possible.  There will be no gas on site and all the houses will have a fossil free heating system for heating and water and solar panels.  There will also be an electric charging point in each garage and extra ones on the site.  Great care is being given to the planting of the site with green space to make the environment as pleasant and ecologically friendly as possible.

  The planning application should be presented within the next month.  No further consultations will take place but it was agreed that Frenchay members can share this latest presentation with residents.
