a) P20/01623/F – 57 Rose Close (Erection of a single storey front extension to form additional living accommodation.  Installation of raised patio) RESOLVED to raise an Objection. The Parish Council feel that such a large extension obliterates the original classic design, reducing the significant impact of the first floor fenestration.
b) P20/01714/F – Hambrook Court East (Erection of single storey side extension to form additional living accommodation, erection of link extension to facilitate conversion of existing garage to pool house.  Erection of extension to western side of barn building to form garage) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
c) P20/01679/LB – Hambrook Court East (Internal and External alterations to include the demolition of the existing side extension/conservatory and erection of replacement single storey side extension with link extension between dwelling and outbuilding. Blocking up of existing entrance door and creation of new entrance with canopy over. Replacement of all windows. Demolition of internal walls and creation of new partitions, installation of replacement staircase from ground to first floor. Replacement of tiled roof above entrance hall with lead roofing and installation of 2no.roof lanterns) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
