Winterbourne
a) P19/12430/PNH – 28 Factory Road (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 6.0 metres, for which the maximum height would be 3.9 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 2.5 metres)  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.  The Parish Council request the dividing wall to be retained in Penant Stone.
b)  P19/13063/CLP – 9 Pendock Road (Erection of a single storey rear extension) Application for certificate of Lawfulness.  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
c) P19/13909/CLP – 22 Crossman Avenue (Erection of a single storey rear extension) Application for certificate of Lawfulness.  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.

d) P19/11519/F – Frenchay Cricket Club, Common Mead Lane (Demolition of existing building. Erection of sports pavilion and associated works)  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
e) P19/7772/F – Land East of Players Close (Erection of 9 No detached dwellings, creation of access, parking and associated works) – Amended plans received.  The Parish Council previously raised an Objection.  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The development is within greenbelt land. Concerns regarding further increased traffic movements on what is a substandard junction with Bristol Road which is due to include further access points to the Land East of Harry Stoke development.
Frenchay
f) P19/12995/TCA – Fromeshaw House, Beckspool Road (Works to Yew hedgerow to reduce height to 3m and trim by up to 30cm on the south side situated within the Frenchay Conservation Area) .  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
g) P19/12567/F – The Hollies, Quarry Road (Erection of a front porch installation of 2no balconies to south elevation.  Erection of side detached garage)  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  Helen Miller spoke against the proposal.  This is an over development of the plot which would be visually imposing.  Being of timber construction it is not in keeping with the area.  Although it is advised the hedges will remain, this seems unlikely to be possible.  The retaining wall runs along 3 houses and retains soil and grass. It is not clear if the wall is strong enough to withstand the garage being built up to it. There is also no cross section drawing to demonstrate the difference in land levels, making it difficult to judge the true impact of the proposal.  The 2007 Frenchay Supplementary Planning Document produced by South Gloucestershire Council for Frenchay, advises all new building should be sympathetic to the area and these plans do not meet this criteria. 
h) P19/13012/TCA – Malmains, Beckspool Road (Works to fell 2 no. Leylandii trees and 1 no. Eucalyptus tree, all trees situated in the Frenchay Conservation Area) RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
i) P19/13484/TCA – Land at Westbourne Terrace (Works to fell 2 no. Lime trees situated within Frenchay Conservation Area) .  RESOLVED that no Objection be raised.
j) P19/1108/F - Roads 1 and 1B Former Frenchay Hospital (Creation of a new road and associated highway works) - Amended plans received.  The Parish Council previously raised an Objection.  RESOLVED to raise a strong Objection.  The Parish Council comments are the same as previously raised on 21 February 2019.  It was never intended that there would be a road through the new development.  The road was only intended for school access.  This plan would also mean the loss of around 21 prime trees.
k) P19/13845/TCA – 8 The Newlands (Works to fell 1 no. Silver Birch Tree which is situated in the Frenchay Conservation Area)  RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  The area will lose a significant tree in the street scene.  Parish Council would like to see a crown lift instead of removal.
