   a)  P19/2808/F - Cloisters Stables, Cloisters Road (Demolition of existing stables and outbuilding.  Erection of 1 no. dwelling and associated works) RESOLVED to raise an Objection.  Property development is in the green belt.  No demonstrable reason has been given under green belt terms for this development.

   b)  P19/2378/F – 64 Down Road (Creation of vehicular access.  Erection of garden wall) RESOLVED That    no Objection be raised.

   c)   P19/2151/F – The Poplars, Bristol Road (Demolition of existing porch and erection of a single storey front extension to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED That no Objection be raised.

   d)  PT17/5363/RM – Frenchay Hospital (Erection of 143no. Dwellings with the provision of public open space and ancillary supporting infrastructure. (Reserved Matters application to be read in conjunction with Outline Planning Permission PT13/0002/O in regards to scale, appearance and layout) RESOLVED to raise a Strong Objection. 
· It has always been recognised that this area of the development is the most sensitive but the plans have been done in such a way so that looking through the trees from Lime Tree Avenue, the view will be of cars and garages. It is felt that any proposed development should be set back from the Avenue and enhance the setting. It would appear a more acceptable plan would be for the housing here to be less dense on the edge of this historic land, and then lead into the rest of the development.  
· These plans represent bland, off the peg housing which bears no relation to the sensitivity of the site. Local residents are very disappointed with the design of the houses, as it was historically understood that the garages would not be at the front of the houses. It is understood the avenue will be narrowed for pedestrian and cyclist use.   
· The buildings are of a brick face design which is not seen anywhere within the Frenchay Conservation Area. Accordingly, this alienates from the local surroundings.
· The Preservation and Enhancement Strategy which is laid out in the Frenchay Conservation Supplementary Planning Document written by South Gloucestershire Council , states to ‘protect the setting of Frenchay Park listed building and parkland’ but these plans do not do this. It borders the Conservation Area and will also overlook it, but the view through the lime trees to these proposed dwellings, will not reflect this.
· The same Supplementary Document also states ‘new development or alteration needs to be in scale and sympathetic to the character and appearance of the Conservation Area and not harm the setting of the existing historic features, views or archaeology’. These plans do not adhere to this.
· It also says to ‘retain and enhance the integrity of Lime Tree Avenue which helps to screen the modern buildings beyond. No new buildings, structures or parking should encroach into this area’. 
· Regarding Modern Development on the settlement edge, the document states ‘Development should not harm features or important views and setting of the Conservation area. Where current development detracts from the character, future development proposals should include enhancements to mitigate against adverse impacts’. Again, these plans do not adhere to this.         
   e)  P19/2763/TCA - Oldlands, Pearces Hill – (Works to fell 1 no. Lawson Cypress Tree, situated in the Frenchay Conservation Area) RESOLVED That no Objection be raised, subject to recommendation by South Gloucestershire Council aboriculturist.
