Apologies for absence were received from Cllrs Manning and Labuschagne
122.04/19 Declaration of Interest Under the Localism Act – None. 
123.04/19 To approve the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 4 March – Approved. 
124.04/19 To note the Minutes of the Planning Committee meetings of the 4 March and 18 March 2019 - Noted.

126.04/19 Clerk’s Report and the monthly accounts. 

All items on the Clerk’s report were noted and the accounts approved. 
Matters Arising
A meeting is being organised with South Gloucestershire Council to take a close look at the condition of Down Road following our concerns.

Will Weaver has confirmed he wants to put the cattle in Tuckett Field again this year. He has been sent an agreement and is willing to pay for the water he uses during the lease period. 

It was discussed in the last F&GP meeting that the result of the consultation regarding local road closures has still not been published. South Gloucestershire Council has been contacted again. They have advised there does appear to be a benefit of some sort of restriction and they are using the next few months to assess in more detail what would have the best overall benefit if restrictions are put in. Councillors are not happy with this response and Clerk will go back to South Gloucestershire Council to ask for further detail as to what benefits appear to be in place as the Parish Council does not feel there are any.
127.04/19 – Land Transfer at Frenchay 
Plans of the area which the Parish Council will be taking over were discussed. Local residents are keen to start using the new facilities such as the tennis courts and play area which will be available once the transfer has been completed. Redrow are responsible for removing the old tennis courts. The allotments are possibly going to be divided up, as the water bills will need to be apportioned according to plot size. It was agreed that the completion of the revised byelaws should not be carried out until the transfer has been carried out so this area can be included as well. Also a meeting is to be arranged with our insurer to ensure our public liability is updated to include this land. The transfer of the land is a culmination of many years of work by the Parish Council and as a result the Parish Council will be getting a very good asset of a lot of open land for the community. Redrow under the s106 agreement have provided the new play area, tennis courts, extensive work at the allotments area and tree works on the open spaces and nature reserve. The Parish Council will therefore be taking over the maintenance of the area with much less of a financial burden to the rate payer.

Hugh Whately noted that the museum car park will still belong to the NHBT which he feels could possibly be an issue for the museum in the future with regard to their expansion plans. There are currently a lot of parking signs still in place over the site which will be removed by Redrow. Some new waste bins have been installed but these have not been emptied and Cllr. Kembery will investigate.

Cllr Bowles proposed to accept the plan. Cllr Fletcher seconded and all members agreed.
128.04/19 - Correspondence  
Permission being sought to run fitness classes on Frenchay Common 
M Chiles contacted the Parish Council to request permission to run fitness classes on the Common by the church a couple of morning and evenings a week. There was concern that parking could be an issue. Councillors concluded they do not wish our assets to be used for commercial reasons. This was proposed by Cllr Amos and seconded by Cllr Dyer. It was suggested that the Dings Rugby Club could be a possible site. 
Review of short/long stay parking in Flaxpits Lane car park
South Gloucestershire Council are reviewing the existing short/long stay parking availability. Following a survey they carried out they are proposing a consultation to reduce the amount of long stay places and increase the short stay. Cllr. Brain has carried out his own survey which contradicts this. During his survey the long stay was full on 5 occasions but the short stay and disabled spaces were never full. His survey is to be sent to South Gloucestershire Council. Councillors concluded the current set up is perfectly adequate as it is. It was also queried whether the amount of disabled spaces, which are never full, is the set amount required. Clerk will investigate this.

129.04/19 – Items from the Public  
B Serjent queried if any action was to be taken by Planning Enforcement regarding the fencing built without consent around the new houses built on Church Road in Winterbourne Down. Clerk has been in correspondence with Planning Enforcement regarding this and will contact them again.
B Serjent also advised that he would like to make some suggestions for the next Parish newsletter. This will be produced after the election. 

H Whately advised he has written to South Gloucestershire Council to convey all the concerns raised by local residents regarding the traffic calming measures on Beckspool Road. He has still not had the results of the safety audit. Cllr. Kembery thanked the Frenchay Residents Association for this and advised he is still waiting for the result of the independent traffic survey which South Gloucestershire Council seem reluctant to provide.

130.04/19 – Items from Members
Cllr Lewis advised he has tried to contact Mark King to discuss the car park on Hambrook Common without success. This will need to be followed up.

Cllr. Thorne advised the dog bin on Belfields Lane has not been emptied. Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council. Also the BBQ sign on Frenchay Common has come off of the pole. Clerk will arrange for it to be fixed.
Cllr. Bowles sadly advised that former councillor Colin Cousins has passed away. He is remembered as a very pleasant hard working councillor. The Clerk will arrange for a card to be sent to Pam Cousins.
Cllr. Dyer advised work to the wall by the White Horse pub has almost finished. There is quite a slope behind the wall which could make the grass cutting difficult. Clerk will remind South Gloucestershire Council the area should as far as possible be restored to its original state.

Cllr. Newport advised the potholes on Hicks Common Road which were filled in are already deteriorating. Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council.
