All items on the Clerk’s report were noted and the monthly accounts approved.  
Matters Arising

The Clerk and Cllr Goodman attended a meeting with Darren Davison from South Gloucestershire Council regarding the condition of Down Road. He has noted our concerns and is going to liaise with the maintenance team regarding future plans for condition improvements along the route. He is also going to investigate if there should be a weight limit sign on the bridge, traffic calming  either side of the bridge to slow traffic and should the trees be cut back to improve vision. Members were in agreement with these potential actions and the Clerk will continue to liaise with South Gloucestershire Council. 
There is ongoing correspondence with Planning Enforcement regarding the building of the wall at Hicks Farm on the land which does not belong to them. The latest correspondence from them has advised they are continuing to consult with the determining officer of the original application and the conservation team and they will update us in due course. Work is still continuing on the wall. Cllrs Labushagne and Jones are in constant contact with South Gloucestershire Council regarding the matter. Cllr Brain will compose some wording to be sent to South Gloucestershire Council from the Parish Council to illustrate how strongly we feel about this.
The play area at Frenchay has now passed its’ safety assessment and has been opened to the public. It has been very well received. It has been made clear to the Hospital Trust and Redrow that Winterbourne Parish Council will have no public liability insurance in place until the area is handed over and therefore any liability is theirs and not that of Winterbourne Parish Council. The Tennis Club is to remain locked until the land has been transferred.  The transfer of the land is to be made to Winterbourne Parish Council in 3 phases. The Insurance broker is to be contacted to obtain a quote to update our public liability so this can be put in place as soon as required. 
Results have been issued to members following the consultation regarding the proposed waiting restrictions on Harcombe Hill. Members do not think the yellow lines on the east side are necessary, and also not all the proposed lines on the west. Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council to arrange another site meeting to discuss.  

Former Councillor Eurof Lewis has asked to convey his congratulations to the newly formed Winterbourne Parish Council and wish you well in your future role. 

14.05/19 – The rebuild of Elm Park School
A meeting was held between Cllrs. Kembery, Marriott, Newport and the Clerk and Susan Webber and Wayne Matthews from South Gloucestershire Council. Two proposals were put forward regarding the rebuilding of the school. One to rebuild on the same plot as currently but in a different area so the children can remain on site, and the other to purchase the site of the Greenfield Centre and build a combined school and Council office. The Greenfield Centre was bought by the Parish Council in 1995 and is owned outright. All members were in agreement that they would not support any proposal for the Greenfield Centre to be sold. Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council to confirm this to them.  
15.05/19 – Permission being sought to erect a sign on the green by the Coop 
A request has been received for a sign to be put on the green to advertise a dog show which is being held in aid of St Peter’s Hospice. There was a concern that this could set a precedent for future signs and also this land is part of South Gloucestershire Council Highways not owned by the Parish Council. Clerk will respond to the applicant.
