Matters Arising

Councillors to identify potential areas for re-wilding, these should be obvious and specific otherwise could just look untidy and overgrown.  Cllr. Kembery advised you can purchase seeds that are specific to each County and gave details of a website where they can be purchased for £ 39.50 a kg.  Cllr. Climmer advised Bradley Stoke has good examples of this scheme working.  The small common at Whiteshill was identified as a potential area.  Cllr. Bowles advised to consult with the commons committee.  Once completed advise parishioners of these sites via the website, Facebook and newsletter.
Following the incident in the park Cllr. Bowles agreed in making the school aware of what had happened and raised concerns over where the alcohol had come from.  Cllr. Brain commented that the school would not be responsible for children outside of school hours.  Cllr. Bowles advised to post of Facebook an incident update and that there is CCTV and the police are involved, this may deter future incidents happening.
Cllr. Brain advised that he would be meeting with a new contractor at the Duck Pond on Tuesday 2 July to gain a second quote for repairs required for the leak.  Cllr. Laubuschange  to speak with Mark King regarding South Gloucestershire Council funding as the work required to the pond will need a joint effort with them and WPC. SGC contractors did a temporary fix to the road and pavement last year and blue clay will be required to dam the water leak. The road drain also needs clearing out.
As the defibrillator at The White Lion, Frenchay was only unlocked and not used it was not necessary to replace pads and would not require a service.
Cllr. Brain questioned why there were no payments for signs for the Sports Clubs in the accounts as thought they had been dealt with.

A Frenchay resident has raised concerns regarding motorbikes riding over the common and around Frenchay at speed.  This resident did attempt to reprimand the motor-cyclists but was surrounded and felt intimidated. Cllr. Kembery has reported the incident to the Police and is awaiting a response.
More Fly-Tipping at Frenchay Bridge.  Winterbourne Parish Council reported an incident to South Gloucestershire Council  the previous week following an email from a resident.

Cllr. Kembery asked for permission to have a fly fishing lesson on the common – no objection.

Lengthy discussion regarding the Hambrook Lights Traffic Scheme. As this has been identified as a very high polluted area South Gloucestershire Council  have to do something about it as directed by the Government.  Cllrs. Watkins and Collins concerned that the knock on effect with traffic and emissions has not been taken into consideration.  Cllr. Kembery has emailed South Gloucestershire Council  with photos regarding the erosion of the left turn junction from Frenchay and suggested a yellow box in front of this junction. Cllrs. Watkins and Collins were concerned with the imapct Cllr. Jones confirmed that due to the scheme some buses may have to be cancelled.
