	67.10/19 Apologies 
Apologies for absence were received from Cllr Hemmings.

68.10/19 Declaration of Interest Under the Localism Act 
Cllr Jones, South Gloucestershire Council  Planning Committee

72.10/19 - Clerk’s Report to include the monthly accounts
All items on the Clerk’s report were noted and the accounts approved. Clerk will arrange for the standpipe on hire from Bristol Water to be returned. 
Matters Arising
Cllrs Brain and Climmer have had several meetings regarding the duck pond, including one with the contractor who has advised the analysis of the silt needs to be done on dried silt to see if it is suitable for spreading on land. Clerk will check this with the company who carried out the silt testing and see if another test can be done if required. The best approach would seem to be to erect a dam so the wall can be mended and silt in that area removed. The dam can then be moved to allow silt removal from other areas of the pond without having to remove the fish. The silt can be removed and put into bags which allow the water to drain out leaving the dried silt. There is a possibility some silt could be put behind the existing gabions.   
Will Weaver has been contacted regarding the brambles and thistles around Tuckett Field and he will arrange for these to be cut back.

Tanya Smith at South Gloucestershire Council has been contacted regarding whether the correct procedure was adhered to in the marketing of the Observation Ward at Frenchay. She has advised they have had a response from the legal team and have written to Redrow to clarify some details. When they receive a response they will be in a position to assess their compliance or otherwise with the S106 agreement. She will advise us further in due course. Clerk to remind.
An application has been submitted to South Gloucestershire Council to consider felling the 2 Lime trees on Westbourne Terrace. 

Cllrs Kembery, Watkins and Whatley met with Julian Wilson from The Huntercombe Group who have expressed interest in ‘leasing’ the car park next to the Museum and play area in Frenchay. It was an initial discussion to seek what BIRU may require for staff parking and whilst WPC members agree in principle it was advised that any further decision would be made at future meetings by members and subject to our solicitor’s legal advice on lease/licence to occupy etc and length of it. It was discussed that BIRU would maintain the car park and the surrounding shrubs/trees/bushes, and supply a barrier entry with provision for the Museum staff and visitors and potentially the tennis club. All electrical supply would be done by BIRU contactors for lighting, barrier control and CCTV that would also cover the Museum and play area which would be beneficial to WPC and the community. Members were in agreement for further investigation into this and Clerk will advise Julian that he can arrange for contractors to visit the car park and draw up potential car parking spaces and controlled access and report back to the Parish Council.

Following the installation of CCTV cameras at The Recreation Ground, installation of a further 2 cameras at the Tennis Cub was agreed at a cost of £599 plus the cost of a  router. The Tennis Club will then be responsible for the monthly sim charge to allow remote access.   
73.10/19 – Resolution to apply for a Council debit card
A resolution was passed to agree to the application of a debit card. This was proposed by Cllr. Bowles and seconded by Cllr. Brain.
74.10/19 – Items from the Public 
Alan Giles commented that he thought the recent newsletter was very good and well presented. He also enquired if any progress had been made with South Gloucestershire Council regarding the problems around Damson’s Bridge. Although Cllrs Jones, Labuschagne and the Clerk have all contacted South Gloucestershire Council no further response has been received. Cllrs Jones and Labuschagne are meeting a South Gloucestershire Council executive next week and will raise this issue then.

75.10/19 – Items from Members
Cllr. Climmer advised a member of the Winterbourne Environmental Group had attended the recent Hambrook Commons Committee meeting. They are keen to carry out some changes to the mown area on the Small Common, which would include a wildflower meadow. It was agreed they will produce a plan for consideration by the Parish Council and other interested parties.  
Cllr Watkins raised the issue of whether there should be a provision of public toilets at the land at Frenchay. There were public toilets opposite the Museum before the new development commenced. It was discussed that the cost to the Parish Council of installing and running public toilets would be too prohibitive, as well as the possible problems with antisocial behaviour. It was suggested that there may be a possibility of having a shared facility with the Museum which would only be for use by specific keyholders. Frenchay members will discuss options.

Cllr. Whatley has now replaced Cllr. Kembrey as Chair of the Frenchay Preservation Society and he thanked Cllr. Kembery for his many years of service to the Society.
