39.01/20 – Minutes of the Meeting held on the 16 December 2019 and the Clerk’s Report 
The minutes were approved and the items on the Clerk’s Report were noted.

Matters arising: 
The Fire Audit was carried out on 7th January. The report has been received and there are actions which need to be carried out within the next 28 days. These include work that needs to be done to the internal fire doors and consideration of whether the 2 sets of double doors in the main foyer should be permanently unlocked when the building is in use . 
The shutter door of the garage where WSA keep their equipment has been repaired following the quote that was received from HAG for 1873.50 plus vat. As previously confirmed, this will be paid by Winterbourne Parish Council. 
The WSA signs have finally been installed on the main Bristol Road and off of Parkside Avenue.

Cllr Jones has been in contact with Stephen Reade at South Gloucestershire Council regarding the problems around Damson’s Bridge. He has requested that in the long term the bridge is added to the Frome Reconnected list as a potential project. There will shortly be an audit of the whole walkway to identify what improvements need to be made. The white lines will be refreshed when the ground is drier to ensure the paint sticks. He is going to promote a wider traffic management review but that is not likely to be for several years.

A former councillor has requested if the Parish Council could include in their grass cutting a small area around the tower on the grass area which fronts Grange Park in Frenchay. The Parish Council already cut the rest of the grass. The tower is owned by Western Power but they claim they do not own the border of land around it. This was agreed by all councillors. Clerk will inform the grass cutter.
The 3 quotes which have been received for the work to Frenchay Village Hall wall were discussed . It was agreed that Cllrs. Kembery and Watkins will visit the site again and take some photos so the specification can be revised. The specification the quotes were based on included a section of wall which does not border the Common and therefore it was decided this is not the liability of the Parish Council.  This section of wall is damaged and Clerk will contact South Gloucestershire Council to see whose responsibility this is. Cllr Brain queried if the proposal for a road to access the Hall from the side of the Common was still likely as this would defeat the purpose of rebuilding that section of wall. Cllr Watkins advised that although the Hall will be receiving 106 funding form the Redrow development it is planned that this will be spent on refurbishing the Hall which requires a lot of work so the cost of a road would be too prohibitive.  

Winterbourne Environmental Group has arranged the meeting regarding their proposals for small common at Hambrook for 21st January at the Sports Club at 7.30pm. Cllrs Climmer and Brain are attending and possibly a couple of other councillors.
40.01/20 – Grant Applications  
The following grants were recommended:

St John The Baptist - £1500 Proposed by Cllr. Brain. Seconded by Cllr.Kembery. It was requested that in future receipts for the work carried out should be submitted with the grant request.
Frenchay Charitable Trust - £1,670.41. This is a contribution of a third towards a new noticeboard to go outside of Frenchay Village Hall which the Parish Council will also use. The total cost of the noticeboard is £5,011.23 without installation costs. Proposed by Cllr Kembery and seconded by Cllr Bowles. The installation will be paid for by the Village Hall.

41.01/20 – Reports from Task Groups
Frenchay Common and Tuckett Pond
Cllr Kembery advised they are continuing problems with cars being parked inconsiderately by Frenchay Bridge. This has been made worse as a section of wall in Pearce’s Hill has collapsed so this will leave the bridge and immediate area the only turning point. It has been previously suggested that white lines could be put here to deter parking. Cllrs Kembery, Watkins and Collins will assess where the lines should be and a request to be made to South Gloucestershire Council to carry this out. 
Winterbourne to include the Recreation Field, Duck Pond and Allotments
Cllr Brain’s daughter is going to take another look at the area at the Recreation Ground to suggest some further ideas for what sort of equipment could be put there.

The road by the Duck Pond was badly flooded again recently. Clerk to contact Chris Woods at South Gloucestershire Council who inspected the area before Christmas.
The Dingle and Winterbourne Down
It was reported that the road surface of Stone Lane is in a very bad state of repair along with quite a few other roads in the Parish. 

Hambrook/Whiteshill
The amendments to the bunding on Hambrook Common have been carried out. However, it was reported that a lorry had driven over it onto the Common and a repair had to be done so it may need to be raised. Clerk to investigate to see if it can be determined who the lorry belonged to. 
Greenfield Centre
The Fire Audit raised the issues of the curtains in the foyer which are not fireproof. The Curtains are very old and the Clerk and Cllr Marriott will consider what they should be replaced with.

Cllr. Marriott advised the Winterbourne Neighbourhood Watch is to be disbanded. Clerk and Cllr Marriott will investigate what action needs to be taken.
