· Temporary Prohibition notice received regarding the temporary road closure to vehicles the length of Nicholls Lane which extends from High Street south eastwards for 20m.  The works will operate from 2 January 2019 for a maximum period of eighteen months.  The closure however may not be implemented for the whole of the period but only when traffic signs are in position and only for so long as necessitated by the works which are anticipated to be 2 weeks duration. An alternative route has been implemented through Hicks Common Road, Flaxpits Lane, High Street and vice versa.

· Temporary Prohibition notice received regarding the temporary road closure to vehicles the length of Beckspool Road which extends from a point 100m north of Riverwood Road northwards for 70m.  These works will operate from 21 January 2019 for a maximum of eighteen months. The closure however may not be implemented for the whole of the period but only when traffic signs are in position and only for so long as necessitated by the works which are anticipated to be 2 weeks duration. Alternative routes are through Frenchay Park Road, Begbrook Park, Beckspool Road and vice versa.
