P20/12130/F – 32 Dragon Road (Demolition of existing dwelling. Erection of 4 no. dwellings with associated works. Amendment to previously refused scheme P20/12940/F).  REFUSAL. The Parish Council raised an Objection to both applications.
P20/23740/F – 55 Hicks Common Road (Demolition of existing conservatory and erection of a single storey side extension to form additional living accommodation). APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.
P20/23800/F - 4 Old Manor Cottages, Winterbourne Hill (Erection of a single storey rear extension to form additional living accommodation) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/24096/TRE – Up Yonder, Bury Hill (Works to fell 1no Sycamore tree covered by SGTPO26/10 dated 20th September 2010) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/24097/TRE – Up Yonder, Bury Hill (Works to fell 7no. Sycamore trees covered by Tree Preservation order SGTPO26/10 dated 22/03/2011) APPROVE WITH CONDITIONS. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.

P20/23810/TCA – Land adjacent to 5 The Newlands (Works to fell 1 no. Cherry and 2 no. Ash trees which are all situated within the Frenchay Conservation Area). NO OBJECTION. Due to a South Gloucestershire Council issue with the validation process of the application the Parish Council was not previously consulted on this.
Frampton Cotterell

P20/21982/PNH – 42 Court Road (The erection of a single storey rear extension which would extend beyond the rear wall of the original house by 4.5 metres, for which the maximum height would be 2.9 metres, and for which the height of the eaves would be 2.9 metres) PRIOR APPROVAL NOT REQUIRED. The Parish Council did not raise an Objection.
South Gloucestershire Council - Noted

· Notice has been given by South Gloucestershire Council Planning Department of a change of application reference number: Land East Of Malmains Drive, Frenchay from P20/1319/R3F to P20/13119/F
· South Gloucestershire Council are to construct a road hump in the form of a speed table on the Holiday Inn slip road centred at a point 40 metres from the junction of Filton Road with A4174 Filton Road. The scheme will be advertised from 27/1/21 to 20/2/21. Funding has been made available to provide a speed table to aid cycle movements at this location. Cllr Collins advised the slip road is to also be reduced to 30mph
AOB - Noted
· Former Frenchay Hospital Site – actions from previous meetings
· COM/20/0896/OD – The Observation Ward. A Planning Enforcement Investigation has been raised  ‘Exceeding property boundary by 2m’. A site visit took place 30th November and we await feedback. No response as of 7th December. Clerk has sent a request for an update and awaits a response. Update 30.12.2020 No response has been received. Further reminder sent 12 January together with request for update regarding excess of advertisements. Update 27.01.2021 - correspondence has been received from Aaron Bush, Case Officer at South Gloucestershire Council. He is satisfied that the layout is as per the plans but will refer the matter to property services/open spaces team to investigate if there is encroachment onto the designated open spaces/village green. The tree officer has no concerns with the work witnessed.  Cllr Whatley expressed his disappointment with the decision.
· As raised by Cllr Whatley - New road workings from eastern end of Lime Tee Avenue appearing to connect with local road serving new development called the Limes. It was previously understood there would be no permanent road link from the Limes at this point. South Gloucestershire Council contacted 12 January.  As of 27 January Patrick Jackson is still investigating this.

· Planning Enforcement has advised a notice has been served on the landowners of Frenchay Park House regarding previous enforcement issues raised. This includes the business use of the premises. Update 27.01.2021 - COM/20/0271/OD is the reference for the Alleged Breach of Planning Control
· Following information received from Cllr Whatley, South Gloucestershire Council has been contacted regarding various concerns around the Coach House (Old Stables). Patrick Jackson has responded to advise he will need to confer with compliance officers, enforcement officers and highways officers before he can respond fully. Update 27.01.2021 - Patrick Jackson has responded that issues raised are already being looked into by Enforcement. He has advised any health and safety issues around the site would need to be raised with the Environmental Health team. 
· Regarding social distancing measures in the new park area, advice was given to Councils to display posters reminding everyone to keep a safe distance. It appears there is no such information there.
