a) P20/17975/RM – Land south of the railway east of Harry Stoke (Erection of 144 no. dwellings with new highways, parking, garaging, green infrastructure (including play areas) and other associated infrastructure with appearance, layout, scale and landscaping to be approved. (Approval of Reserved Matters to be read in conjunction with Outline permission PT16/4782/O - Outline planning permission for mixed use development comprising up to 1,290 dwellings including an extra care facility (Use Class C2/C3); community facilities (comprising use classes D1 and D2); provision of a mixed use local centre (Use Classes A1, A2, A3 and D1) together with the supporting infrastructure and facilities including: new vehicular and pedestrian accesses, public open space and landscaping with access to be determined and all other matters reserved). · P20/04567/F – Mancroft, 53 Bristol Road. Following approval by South Gloucestershire Council this application has been called in by James Griffiths. Cllr Collins advised this will be discussed in Februarys meeting.
· South Gloucestershire Council has advised the Ash Dieback programme is only felling trees which are already showing signs of disease. They are committed to increasing the canopy of trees over the next 10 years but replacements may not be planted in the same location but somewhere more suitable.
· Former Frenchay Hospital Site – actions from previous meetings
· COM/20/0896/OD – The Observation Ward. A Planning Enforcement Investigation has been raised  ‘Exceeding property boundary by 2m’. A site visit took place 30th November and we await feedback. No response as of 7th December. Clerk has sent a request for an update and awaits a response. Update 30.12.2020 No response has been received. Further reminder sent 12 January together with request for update regarding excess of advertisements.

· As raised by Cllr Whatley - New road workings from eastern end of Lime Tee Avenue appearing to connect with local road serving new development called the Limes. It was previously understood there would be no permanent road link from the Limes at this point. South Gloucestershire Council contacted 12 January.  

· Planning Enforcement has advised a notice has been served on the landowners of Frenchay Park House regarding previous enforcement issues raised. This includes the business use of the premises.
· Following information received from Cllr Whatley, South Gloucestershire Council has been contacted regarding various concerns around the Coach House (Old Stables). Patrick Jackson has responded to advise he will need to confer with compliance officers, enforcement officers and highways officers before he can respond fully.

· Any new Former Frenchay Hospital Site items to be discussed

· Clerk advised Redrow will be submitting an application for their advertisements to remain

· Cllr Whatley raised concerns regarding social distancing at the new Frenchay Park and also children going to the toilet in the bushes. Clerk to contact relevant parties.
