· Cllrs Whatley and Collins advised that further investigation into ‘The Coach House’ is required, they will send information to the Clerk.

· Mancroft – Frenchay: Cllr Collins enquired if Cllr Jones had an update on the ‘Mancroft’ application. Cllr Jones advised he had asked for a response but none had yet been received. Cllr Jones will chase. Cllr Jones has had a conversation with the Case Officer who advised a decision is likely withing the next month. Update: Correspondence has been received from Cllr Burton but, as yet, no decision has been made. Cllr Collins advised the residents either side of the application have made a formal complaint to South Gloucestershire Council and feel they have been let down and treated badly by the planning process.
· Cllr Climmer advised that the wooden ‘kissing’ gate by The Old Star in Hambrook is in need of repair and the steps are dangerous. South Gloucester Council have been contacted to request the installation of a hand rail. Update: South Gloucestershire Council, Public Rights of Way Officer has advised they are catching up on a backlog of requests from the summer and will get to the requests as soon as they can.

· Cllr Dyer advised the steps adjacent to The Laurels, Mill Lane, Hambrook are very steep and in need of a hand rail. South Gloucester Council have been contacted to request the installation of a hand rail. Update: South Gloucestershire Council, Public Rights of Way Officer has advised they are catching up on a backlog of requests from the summer and will get to the requests as soon as they can.

· COM/20/0895/LB – Hambrook Court East (Extensive works being done to the pool house that do not comply with the planning permission granted) A Planning Enforcement Officer attended the site and concluded ‘No breach of planning control has occurred and has no grounds to pursue the matter further.
