a) P20/11520/F – 14 Lewton Lane (Erection of a two storey side extension to form additional living accommodation) REVISED PLANS. RESOLVED That No Objection be made.
b) P20/17016/F – 10 Pendock Road (Erection of single storey rear extension to form additional living accommodation) RESOLVED That No Objection be made.
c) P20/12279/F – 2 Marsh Close (Conversion of 1no dwelling into 2no separate dwellings) RESOLVED That No Objection be made.
Winterbourne & Hambrook 
d) P20/15597/F – Baytree Cottage (Erection of 1no. dwelling with access, parking, landscaping and associated works (resubmission of P19/15195/F) RESOVLED to raise an Objection.   Concerns remain about the cramped access to the site, by pedestrians, tradesmen, emergency services, etc if the suggested four parking spaces are included. It is felt, with the proposed layout, tenants would have to reverse out onto a treacherous main road.  In addition the provision of refuse bin/box siting appears likely to obstruct the footpath in an area known for fast traffic speeds. The plans also appear to include part of the neighbours’ land and the footpath, which does not appear to belong to the applicant.
e) P20/16965/PNA – The Oaks, Filton Road (Erection of agricultural building for the storage of hay and machinery) RESOLVED That No Objection be made.

f) P20/16393/TRE – Hornbeam House, Frenchay Hill (Works to 1 no. Beech tree to remove a single limb emanating from the south west side of the trunk. Crown reduce 1 no. Holly to leave a finished radial spread of 3 metres. Reduce the westernmost stem of a multi-stemmed (4 stemmed) Holly tree to leave a stump 1 metre above ground level. Trees covered by Preservation Order TPO7 dated 11th August 1965) RESOLVED That No Objection be made.
g) P20/16900/TRE – 4 The Newlands (Works to crown reduce 1 no. Rowan by 2.5m in height and radial spread by 1.5m and to crown reduce 1 no. Yew by 2m in height and radial spread, as covered by Tree Preservation Order 13 dated 29th November 1972) RESOLVED That No Objection be made.
